ldentification markers in or on vehicle
Window etching with Vehicle Identification Number (VIN)

The third layer of protection is a device which prevents thisves
from bypassing your Ignition and hot-wiring the vehicle. Some
electronic devices have computer chips in ignition keys. Other
devices inhibit the flow of electricity or fuel to the engine until a
hidden switch or button is activated. Popular third layer devices
include:

Starter, ignition and fuel kill switches
Smart keys
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Immabilizers and Pass keys
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The final layer of protection is an electronic tracking device which
emits a signal to police or monitoring station when the vehicle is

stolen. Tracking devices are very effeciive in helping authorities
