Frequently Asked Questions Super CPR Saturday

Q: Is there an age limit for the class?
A: No, as long as the parent feels the child can do the skills and understand the information they are welcome
Q: Is first-aid or AED going to be taught as well?
A: No, due to time constraints we will only cover Adult CPR
Q: Where will the training be held?
A: At fire station 1 in the apparatus bay
Q: Do I have to attend all 3 classes?
A: No, you only have to attend 1 class
Q: If a class is full, will you take walk-ins that morning?
A: Our classes usually fill up fast, so please register as early as possible. If we have no-shows that morning, we will accommodate walk-ins as long as we have the space.
Q: How long is the class?
A: The class is approximately an hour and a half.
Q: Should I arrive early?
A: Yes! Please leave enough time to find a parking spot and check in 15 mins before the class starts
Q: When will I receive my certification?
A: All participants who complete the class will receive a 2 year certification from the American Red Cross via email within 2 weeks of the class.
Q: What should I wear to the event?
A: The class will consist of lecture and hands on skills, so please dress in something that will allow you to be comfortable and move freely. You may want to bring a jacket just in case it is cold, as we leave the doors open to the apparatus bay.
