Project Description: The applicant requests the approval of an Administrative
Use Permit to allow Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) License
Type 41 (on-site sale and consumption of beer and wine) a new restaurant. JETTA
requests a type 41 license for their 460 square feet of dining area.

Environmental Determination: The project is categorically exempt from the
requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as a Class 1
categorical exemption (Existing Facilities).

2. Possible Amendment to the affordable housing requirement within the 540
East Imperial Avenue project to provide eight affordable units rather than six
affordable units.

Address: 540 East Imperial Avenue
Applicant: DR Horton Homes CA2, Inc.



Project Description: Consideration and possible action regarding approval of an
amendment to Environmental Assessment No. EA-1154, Specific Plan No. SP 16-
01, conditions of approval and a Second Amendment to Development Agreement
No. DA 16-01, amending the requirement that the developer provide six affordable
units within the residential development by increasing the number of units to eight
and adjusting the affordable housing requirement to allow the eight units to be
purchased by qualified moderate income households, in addition to low, very low
and extremely low households.

An Addendum to the Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the development
project was certified by the City Council on September 28, 2016. The requested
revision to the affordable housing requirement does not introduce new significant
environmental effects or substantially increase the severity of the environmental
impacts that previously were identified and analyzed in the certified EIR
Addendum. Additionally, the project does not include changed circumstances or
new information, which were not known at the time the EIR was certified, that would
require the preparation of a subsequent environmental analysis pursuant to CEQA
Guidelines.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: It is recommended that the Planning Commission (1)
adopt Resolution No. 2858, recommending the City Council adopt an ordinance
approving and adopting an amendment to Environmental Assessment No. EA-
1154, the 540 East Imperial Specific Plan, conditions of approval and a Second
Amendment to the Development Agreement to allow eight affordable units to be
purchased by qualified moderate income households: (2) discuss and take any
other action related to this item.
